A new age of Diamondbacks Baseball was introduced for the 2024 season with 4 fresh uniform
designs, featuring Sedona Red and fan favorite, Teal, as primary colors, the return of the Off-White
color scheme for the Home Uniform, the original “D” logo and the “Diamondbacks” wordmark.

HOME WHITE

The Home Uniforms are adorned in a traditional,
classic Off-White color, reminiscent of the team's
original 1998 uniform, and featuring baseball
piping. It features the return of the “A” logo in
Sedona Red with a Teal outline and a snakehead
on the sleeve. The off-white jersey will be worn
with off-white pants.

Adept at setting records throughout his career, Randy Johnson
added something new to his impressive resume when he retired
all 27 Atlanta Braves he faced on May 18, 2004, at Turner Field.
At 40 years, 251 days, he became the oldest pitcher in history to
record a perfect game, bettering Cy Young, who was 37 years, 37
days on May 5, 1904. Johnson’s gem was the 15th in modern day
regular season history, the 16th including Don Larsen’s perfect
effort for the Yankees in the 1956 World Series.

Johnson fanned 13 in the 117-pitch performance which con-
cluded with a 98-mph pitch to Eddie Perez to end the game. It
was the first no-no in franchise history and first perfect game in
the Majors since the Yankees’ David Cone on July 18, 1999 vs.
Montreal. It was also the first perfecto in the National League
since the Expos’ Dennis Martinez on July 28, 1991 @ Dodgers.

Edwin Jackson tossed the second no-hitter in D-backs history and
278th no-hitter in Major League history on June 25, 2010, @ Rays
in memorable fashion, as his 149th pitch induced Jason Bartlett’s
game-ending groundout to Stephen Drew. Jackson’s 149 pitches
were the most all-time in a no-hitter, while his 36 batters faced
tied for the most and his 8 walks tied for the third-most all-time.
He threw more than 60 pitches in the first 3.0 innings, causing the
D-backs to warm-up 4 relievers.

*UNOFFICIALLY* MADISON BUMGARNER ON APRIL 25 @ BRAVES [GAME 2]

Madison Bumgarner tossed MLB's first unofficial no-hitter (7.0 IP)
on April 25,2021 @ Braves [Game 2] under the new doubleheader
rules that began in 2020, facing the minimum 21 batters.

In an effort to speed the proceedings during the coronavirus pan-
demic, Major League Baseball declared that games played as part
of a doubleheader would be scheduled to last 7.0 innings instead
of 9.0.

Although the game was officially a "complete game", the league

stated that it would abide by the definition of the Elias Sports
Bureau: “No-hitters by teams and individuals shall not be credited
in scheduled seven-inning games, unless the game goes to extra
innings and the team (or individual in a complete game) pitches at
least nine innings and does not allow a hit.”
It marked Bumgarner's 300th career start, 16th complete game
and seventh shutout.

Chris Herstam,
R-Phoenix, allowing Maricopa County to assess a
quarter-cent sales tax for a baseball-only stadium,
passes the Arizona Legislature. The tax can be
levied only after a franchise is granted.

VONOUVAWN =

July 25: MLB discusses expansion. Phoenix Suns
owner Jerry Colangelo, with assurance Phoenix
is a top prospect, begins a drive for investors and
a stadium.

Nov. 10: At a news conference at America West
Arena, Colangelo announces he will put together
an ownership group to apply for an expansion
franchise.

Feb. 17: Maricopa County Supervisors vote 3-1 for
the stadium tax, with 1 abstention. Baseball own-
ers have until April 1, 1995, to award Phoenix a
new franchise, or the stadium financing deal is off.

757 painted in a D-backs’ theme, with a huge
baseball logo on the tail.

May 31: Jointly announce with the White Sox a
shared spring-training facility in Tucson, begin-
ning in 1998.

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GREG SCHULTE RADIO BOOTH DEDICATION | SEPTEMBER 29, 2023

Greg Schulte, who retired following the 2023 season, joined the Arizona Diamondbacks
organization in the 1998 inaugural season and served as the D-backs’ Radio Play-by-Play
Announcer for 26 seasons. On September 29, 2023, Schulte was surprised by a seemingly
impromptu gathering of media and front office staff upon his arrival. D-backs President,
CEO & General Partner Derrick Hall greeted Schulte, his wife Nancy, son Scott and daughter
Stephanie, and other family members who'd gathered to honor a D-backs legend. As Schulte
walked down the familiar Chase Field hallway, he walked past photos lining the walls cel-
ebrating his career, and that the radio broadcast booth he’d spent so much time in over the
last 26 seasons, now bears his name. The Arizona Diamondbacks dedicated and renamed the
booth the “Greg Schulte Radio Booth.”

“We could not think of a better way to celebrate a career like Greg’s and the impact he has had on the Arizona
Diamondbacks organization,” said Hall. “Greg’s voice is synonymous with D-backs baseball and generations of
D-backs fans have experienced the game through listening to his calls on the radio. Now, his legacy will live on right
here at Chase Field as the next generation of broadcasters make calls from the Greg Schulte Radio Booth.”

Some of Schulte’s career calls and highlights include:
« Nearly 4,000 reqular-season and postseason games on radio and TV during his 26 seasons.

Luis Gonzalez's walk-off, ninth-inning single to win Game 7 of 2001 World Series over the New York Yankees.

Randy Johnson’s historic achievements, including his perfect game on May 18, 2004 @ Braves, his 20-strikeout game,

his 3,000th and 4,000th strikeout games and more.

Four no-hitters, two for his team and two by opposing pitchers: D-backs” Edwin Jackson on June 25, 2010 @ Rays and

Tyler Gilbert on August 14, 2021 vs. Padres;

Cardinals’ Jose Jimenez on June 25, 1999 @ D-backs; and Marlins’ Anibal Sanchez on Sept. 6, 2006 vs. D-backs.

His 3,000th D-backs game on April 19, 2017.

In recognition of his 2,000th D-backs’ broadcast, the organization honored Schulte by distributing a bobblehead in his
likeness (first 15,000 fans) on July 10, 2010 vs. Marlins.

His unique homerun call of “deep drive. . .warning track. ..wall. ..you can touch ‘em all” is synonymous with D-backs
radio broadcasts.

From 1998-99, Schulte and Bob Brenly partnered for 3 innings nightly on television and his nickname “the Gub'nuh” was

bestowed upon him by Brenly and Thom Brennaman.

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MEDIA COVERAGE AND CREDENTIAL GUIDELINES

Pursuant to Major League Baseball policy and Arizona Diamondbacks media coverage and credential
guidelines:

Credentials for the Arizona Diamondbacks Spring Training and Regular Season (does not apply to the
Postseason) are issued at the discretion of the Arizona Diamondbacks Communications Department.
Approved media outlets will be issued either Season Credentials or Single Game/Daily credentials based
on the below guidelines.

Credentialed media members must adhere to Major League Baseball (MLB) terms and conditions (MLB.
com/tac) and any violations are grounds for the revoking of a credential.

All requests for credentials must be submitted on MLB's online credential site: http://credentials.mlb.com.
Priority is given to working media using the following factors, among others, to issue credentials accordingly:

« Credentials/coverage will be considered for working members of the media representing major media
outlets, including Daily Major Metropolitan Newspapers, Local Affiliates of National TV Networks, FM/AM
Local Radio Stations and Websites of National Outlets, in the business of news gathering.

- The dissemination of editorial content must be the primary purpose of the news outlet and the news
outlet must demonstrate a record of sustained, original coverage of local sports and/or news.

« Credible media outlets are growing businesses with a strong following/readership/viewership and
focused on news gathering and dissemination with credential holders on assignment providing original,
active, and consistent coverage specific to the event.

« Past coverage and attendance at Spring Training and Regular Season games, media sessions, workouts,
events, etc. for the past five (5) seasons will be taken into consideration for the granting of credentials.

+ Media outlets should have gone “live” to the public prior to January 1, 2021, and the staff (writers, report-
ers, content creators) should have a strong professional history in the business of news gathering and
dissemination.

- Media outlets should employ at least three (3) full-time salaried individuals who provide editorial over-
sight before an article can be posted. Full-time employees intending to provide event coverage may be
considered for a credential.

- Independent bloggers or fan sites where anyone can submit articles for publication do not qualify for full
season credentials.

+ Media outlets should have at least one (1) designated beat writer or reporter with content attributed to
the beat writer(s) or reporter(s).

« A requesting media agency should represent a collective, organizational editorial voice, not simply the
offerings of a single individual.

+ Media outlets should have a strong following/readership/viewership and exhibit consistent and substan-
tial growth in legitimate, unique visitors per month over a rolling 12-month period.

« Credentials will not be issued to representatives whose outlet exists solely as a platform for distributing
unoriginal content (press releases, aggregate news sites, etc.).

« Credentialed media outlets should have an active website and at least two (2) consistently active social
media channels, preferably bearing the name of the outlet (and not the individual).

- Media who exclusively use social media platforms (Instagram, Twitter/X, Facebook, YouTube, TikTok, etc.)
and do not have a website will not be credentialed without a media purpose.

« Freelance writers and photographers should have a specific assignment from an affiliated, established,
major news-gathering outlet and the editor or director must make their request from an official outlet
email address.

« Photographer credentials with full access will be given to individuals associated with a legitimate wire
service or accompanied by an approved writer from the same media outlet. Any photos taken should be
used for editorial purposes only.

- Student credential requests must be submitted by a faculty advisor of an accredited college program
and the advisor must host the student for the assignment. Student access is limited to press box access
with case-by-case consideration given for the interview room and/or clubhouse access. Requests from
collegiate media outlets will be considered on a case-by-case basis.

MEDIA CREDENTIAL PICK-UP & ENTRY

¢ Daily credential requests must be submitted at least 24 hours in advance by the affiliation editor/pro-
ducer/director at credentials.mlb.com. E-mail requests will not be accepted.

¢ The only credentials permitted are those issued for the current season by Major League Baseball,
D-backs Communications and BBWAA cards (including gold cards).

¢ Approved media will pick up their daily credential at the Chase Field Team Shop Gate adjacent to the
D-backs'Ticket Office Window 1. Individuals must pick up their own credential with valid photo identifi-
cation. Off-hour credential pick-up is available if previously arranged with D-backs Communications.

¢ Media may enter at the Chase Field Team Shop Gate, adjacent to the D-backs’ Ticket Office Window 1,
at least 3 hours before first pitch for day games and 4.5 hours before first pitch for night games.

¢ Media will not be allowed access to Chase Field without proper credentials and photo identification.
Each media member must scan and display their credential upon entry to the ballpark at the media gate.
Media will be subject to security screening upon entry.

¢ Under no circumstances are media credentials to be transferred from person to person. Violation of
this policy may result in notification of the Major League office, dismissal of the media member from
Chase Field and termination of the violator's media credential.

¢ Photographing and posting pictures of credentials on any social platform is strictly prohibited and may
result in credential termination.

PHOTO CREDENTIALS

¢ Photographer credential requests must be submitted at least 24 hours in advance by the affiliation
editor/producer/director at credentials.mlb.com.

¢ Credentials will not be issued to freelance photographers without assignment.

¢ Priority in photo areas will be granted to outlets on assignment/deadline.

¢ Field-level photo-well positions are at a premium and priority is given to daily publications and wire
services.

¢ Still photography is prohibited in the clubhouse.

¢ All photographs are to be used for news-gathering purposes or officially licensed products only. Any
other use of photographs taken will be considered a violation of existing trademark and copyright
restrictions.

MEDIA PARKING

¢ Approved daily media will receive parking information and a pass for the Chase Field garage - garage
parking privileges must only be used when working D-backs games.

¢ Media may park in the Chase Field garage (only on the fourth floor and above), located on Fourth Street
just south of the stadium. Individuals who do not park on the fourth floor or above will have their parking
privileges revoked.

¢ Media are under an expectation to arrive early for garage parking...due to limited space, the parking
garage may sell out and available parking is not guaranteed on a nightly basis.

¢ For special circumstances, please reach out to D-backs Player & Media Relations.

D-BACKS COMMUNICATIONS OFFICE
¢ The D-backs' Communications office at Chase Field is located directly across from the home club-
house entrance.

AUTOGRAPH & MEMORABILIA POLICY

¢ Credentialed media are prohibited from requesting autographs/memorabilia and from touching or
removing equipment/personal items from the clubhouse.

¢ Any violation of this may result in immediate revocation of the credential.

FIELD ACCESS

¢ Access to the field is available down the hallways outside of each clubhouse...please ask a D-backs
Communications representative or clubhouse security attendant for directions.

¢ Media with field access will be allowed to conduct interviews during specified times prior to the
game.

¢ The field must be cleared 50 minutes prior to the game.

¢ Mediais not permitted in fair territory or outside the first and third base bases, for precautionary and
safety reasons.



CLUBHOUSE ACCESS

¢ Located in the service level on the third base side and accessed via elevators across from section 117
(Service level)..walk out of elevator lobby, turn left and walk down to entrance...for visiting clubhouse,
turn right out of elevator lobby.

¢ Credentials will list locations where access is permitted.

¢ Access is granted on a needs basis and media may not congregate inside.

¢ Home clubhouse will be closed following batting practice.

¢ No more than a 10-min. “cooling off” period is applied after games.

¢ Visiting clubs will determine respective clubhouse access and policies.

MEDIA DRESS

¢ Major League Baseball requests members of the media covering our games to dress in an appropri-
ate and professional manner that reflects their respect for their colleagues, the teams and the players
they are covering. Clubhouses, dugouts, press boxes, interview rooms and the playing field are work-
ing areas, and MLB expects members of the media to adhere to a business casual dress code (i.e. no flip
flops, ripped jeans, t-shirts bearing offensive or disrespectful messages, clothing with MLB club logos,
etc.).

¢ Major League Baseball will consider appropriate actions in those cases in which these guidelines are
violated.

ROVING CAMERAS

¢ Television stations are prohibited from using a camera light in the seating area of the ballpark.
Should a light come on, the credential will be revoked.

¢ Interviews are to be conducted on the concourse and not in the stands while the game is in prog-
ress.

LIVE TRANSMISSIONS

¢ Non-rightsholders are permitted to transmit live reports prior to and after every game.

¢ Alltelevision live shots must be done in designated areas outside the clubhouse due to space limita-
tions or on the warning track area outside either dugout.

¢ Live television reports by non-rightsholders are prohibited while the rightsholder is on the air or the
game is in progress.

¢ Due to limited space, TV cameras are not guaranteed locations on field level.

¢ Radio stations and assigned correspondents for out-of-town reports are allowed to give inning or
half-inning score updates. At no time can they file reports once play is under way. Any violation of
these policies may result in immediate revocation of credentials.

¢ Media outlets do not need D-backs' credentials to broadcast live from outside the ballpark gates but
should have or display their own station identification.

PRESS BOX

¢ Located directly behind home plate and accessed via elevators across from section 117 (Press
level)...print, radio, TV and other media is on the first base side...broadcast booths are behind the
plate and toward the third base side.

¢ Seat assignments have been issued to specific media entities at each workstation in addition to being
posted on a seating chart...if you are not listed, "Open" seats are also labeled. Press box seating is limited.

¢ Game materials (notes, press releases, lineups, statistics, etc.) will be made available on the back coun-
ter and the D-backs Online Press Box (dbackspressbox.com).

¢ Additional media workspace is offered in the back.

¢ Cheering and loud conversation are not permitted.

¢ Guests are not permitted in the press box.

¢ Club prohibits any person under the age of 18 from entering the press box level on game days.

MEDIA DINING

¢ Press dining room is located behind the press box.

¢ Credentialed media may purchase a meal for a nominal fee starting 2 hours prior to game time
through the end of the second inning (no a la carte offerings).
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PRESS BOX WIFI

¢ Media may use the "MLB-Press" network with password "Hom3Run!".

CELLULAR PHONES & MOBILE DEVICES

¢ Cell phone usage in the clubhouse is only permitted for recording video and audio during inter-
views. No still photography is allowed.

¢ Radio correspondents may only use a cellular phone for an interview in the dugout or designated
location with advance permission from club. Any other interviews must be arranged by the D-backs
Communications Department.

¢ Phone calls are not permitted inside the clubhouse at any time and may be taken outside in the
hallway.

DRONE USAGE

¢ Any drone use in conjunction with the Arizona Diamondbacks, at Arizona Diamondbacks-affiliated
events or at facilities, Chase Field and Salt River Fields at Talking Stick (on game days and otherwise), is
subject to Major League Baseball rules and applicable laws.

¢ All drone use requests must be coordinated through D-backs Communications and must be made at
least 15 days in advance, in accordance with MLB’s policy.

¢ Drone operators must adhere to FAA rules, including providing a FAA Remote Pilot Certificate, FAA
Registration and Certificate of Insurance.

These guidelines are subject to change based on guidance from Major League Baseball. Media that
fail to comply with the guidelines outlined above as well as MLB's media regulations risk having
their credentials revoked.
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
