Supplement social 
security income for 
patients under 6 with  
type 1 diabetes 

Families of children with type 1 who are six and under may qualify for some 
supplemental social security income. This is a monthly cash grant intended 
to offset some of the costs related to having a very young child with a 
chronic illness.  

It is not health insurance, and eligibility is dependent on income and family 
size. If you would like more information, please ask to speak to your 
Diabetes Social Worker.

Seattle Children’s

Seattle Children’s has a generous financial assistance program for patients 
age 20 and younger who live in Washington, Alaska, Montana and Idaho 
and who meet income requirements.
